_Corvetie Museum Update

March 4 saw the fitting release of the first of the 8 Vettes swal-
lowed up by the sinkhole. Retrieved was the first 2009 C6 ZR-1
produced, this was the last of the 8 vehicles to be entombed.
The vehicle has apparently suffered only minor damage unlike
some of its brothers and sisters who will require extensive re-

b builds, which GM have assured us will occur. Blue Devil as she
is affectionately known was lifted out after two weeks of con-
finement. After a quick inspection by museum staff they fired up
the LS9 and drove her out of the skydome under her own pow-
er unfortunately there was a major oil leak which points to
some mechanical ailment.

The next vehicle released was a ruby red 1993 C4 40th Anni-
versary model. The 40th Anniversary Car appears shattered,

_ with splits and cracks on every visible body panel and as you

can see below a huge piece of the hood is missing. The one

millionth Vette will need body panel repair and a new windscreen. The following day March 5 was spent on a black 1962 C1 which
has suffered extensive damage and was pinned under a multi tonne block of concrete and had a car lift wrapped around it. The
plan was to lift both the vehicle and the rubble at the same time in an attempt to minimise further damage to the vehicle. Removing
the hood from the '62 and tying a strap to the engine bay, then drilling anchors into the slab of concrete that appeared to be
wedged into the grill. In hooking their lifting devices to the car they discovered that they didn't have to lift the slab to free the car.
"Really, all that went better than | expected... that's my favourite car," said Mike Murphy, CEO of Scott, Murphy and Daniel Con-
struction.

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The seventh generation of America’s sports car, by Larry Edsall
and Motor Books. | had high hopes for this book as previous efforts
from this publishing house have been of a very high standard.
Although informative and generally a good read it is not one of their
best efforts. There are a couple of paragraphs and even whole
pages that are repeated in what | can only assume is an effort to
pad out the book. A couple of the photographs all of which are high
quality are not even relevant to the subject at hand, and again
several of them are repeated in the book. As an insight into the
design and manufacture of the 2014 Corvette it gives the reader a
pretty good mental image of what went on over a long time line.
One of the more interesting facts | picked up was on the restructure
of the American auto industry. With the Obama administration
setting a high council in place to review both GM and Chrysler and
their associated products before giving either a cent of public
money. Tadge Juechter even admits that he wasn’t very hopeful of
at worst having a job or at best a seventh generation of Corvette to build. Amazingly the Corvette came out as one of the only
profitable products on the long list of vehicles made by GM. It was then assisted in its retention by a high fuel economy rating, also
assisted along the way by several of the board members being Vette enthusiasts and none wanting to be responsible for killing off
America’s favourite sports car. The book is split into ten chapters and is only 190 pages in length, it's a well bound leather hard back
of reasonable size and not one of these huge tomes that are uncomfortable to hold and destined for the coffee table. The foreward is
by Ron Fellows of Corvette racing fame, he heaps glowing praise on the vehicle. We then have the now mandatory history of the
Corvette covered in a thankfully short 10 pages. This followed up by logical categories of interior and exterior design, the new LT1
power plant.

The man responsible for the final exterior design Kirk Bennion is introduced
to us and we get an insight into what his thought process was for the
stunning shape of the vehicle. Commencing at Corvette in 2000 he got to
work on the model from '86-'89 doing a little C4 work and he then did early
design work on the C5.

5 goals were established for the exterior: The first being to change the upper
- graphic of the overall car, goal number 2 was to re-do the front of the car.
The fifth goal was to change the back end of the car.

We are
then given
a similar introduction for the man responsible for the new interior
of the C7. http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=BWv0M28oBWA
Vaughan has been with GM for over 8 years as an interior
designer having graduated from New York’s Pratt Institute. He has
worked on the Pontiac G6, Saturn Acura, Malibu and Buick’s
LaCorsse. His final seal of approval on the C7 interior coming after
a clay mock up was constructed in 2010.
