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CCSA MID YEAR DINNER
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When a new Corvette driver takes his/her car out for a drive, they may be initially per-
plexed about why all the other Corvette drivers are waving at them. This grand tradition is
referred to within the Corvette family as "THE WAVE". Ever since Corvette No. 01 first met
Corvette No. 02 on the road, their drivers saluted each other with waves.

The Corvette Wave is now an integral part of the mystique and culture of the Corvette
owner experience. Corvette owners who wave at fellow Corvette owners when they pass
on the road, show a mark of recognition that you are among the elite group of intelligent
people who are driving America's True Sports Car.

As a new Corvette owner, you should know the five simple Corvette Wave rules:

There is no excuse for not waving at your fellow Corvette owner.
Although most Corvette owners have the class and understanding to accept when their
wave is not returned, not waving is a serious breach of proper Corvette etiquette.

Whoever sees the other Corvette first, starts the wave.
There isn't any rule about who waves first. This is simple; if you see another Corvette,
wave!

Rules 1 and 2 apply to both sexes.
As far as who starts the wave, it doesn't make a difference if you are a man or women.
Rules 1 and 2 apply.

Any type of wave is okay.
Whether you shoot a big wave up through your open Vette top, out the window, or a quick
salute with your hand on the steering wheel, any wave that can be seen by the other Cor-
vette driver is okay. However, this does not include any style of jester that can be inter-
preted as obscene or insulting.

Dear Mr McConnell
| am writing to you today to let you know we are delivering on our commitment to extend the conditional
registration scheme for historic vehicles.

From 1 July this year, a vehicle will be eligible as a historic vehicle or left-hand drive vehicle if the
owner is a financial member of a registered club, and their vehicle is 25 years or older as of 1 Jan-
uary the year in which the vehicle was manufactured.

This means a vehicle will now be eligible for the scheme if it is manufactured before 1997, rather than
1992 under the 30-year restriction.

This initiative will get more classic and historic vehicles onto the road for club events and exhibitions, and
support the car restoration industry, including panel beaters, spray painters, mechanics, auto electricians
and motor trimmers.

It will also help to preserve South Australia’s proud car manufacturing history.

As a result of this change, the Code of Practice for the Scheme will be amended to reflect the change in
eligibility criteria for historic and left-hand drive vehicles. No changes will be made to the conditions of ve-
hicle use. The new Code will be available online from 1 July 2022 at www.sa.gov.au.

In addition to this, as part of our commitment to support car clubs my Government is also delivering $2
million over 4 years for a grants program.

This will mean car clubs can better meet the growing operating costs, including managing the conditional
registration scheme. It will also allow clubs to host bigger and better events and get more South Australi-
ans involved.

This grants program will open later in the year and we will provide further details to your organisation this
in coming months.
