Sean’s Random Ramblings—#2

In this edition we will talk about something that most Corvette owners know something (however small) about, the upside down leaf spring.

Since the late C3’s Corvette started putting upside down leaf springs in the American sports car. The single upside down leaf is made from Fibre
Reinforced Plastic and Chevrolet turned the testing machine off after they had done 2 million cycles without failure. The Corvette isn’t the only car that
uses them, Volvo, Porsche, VW and Fiat have also used them in some models.

Why do Corvette use the spring, low weight and they are actually quite easy to fit into the tight confines of the shrink wrapped sports car.

So what are the ups and downs (pun intended) of the single plastic leaf ? the corvette leaf bolts in the centre of the car and then to each side of the
suspension. You have an independent suspension that is effectively linked together, albeit with a solid centre mount. This type of suspension has
what is termed “cross talk” where energy travels from side of the spring to the other. This can be a good thing and a bad thing at the same time. The
bad is the energy transfer, the good is that the spring acts like a sway bar. The Corvette engineers were happy that this meant the Vette didn’t need
horribly large sway bars.

Now what does this mean from a real performance perspective ? The FRP leaf has its limitations, they like smooth and they don't like rough ! Every
Corvette owner knows that feeling of panic as they approach the railway crossing, and they slam on the brakes and try and pick the high line across
those steel ridden bumps. The leaf spring Corvette jumps almost sideways as it goes across the lines. You can blame cross talk.

Do coilovers work better on the Vette, yes they do. Go across railway lines in a coilover equipped car and you will think your riding in a Holden
Caprice, the difference is quite remarkable. When | was running a front 580 Ib Z51 leaf at Collingrove Hillclimb | had endless trouble trying to stop the
front end from bottoming out despite using adjustable gas shocks and higher chassis heights. | fitted front coilovers (double adjustable) with 600 Ib
springs and the car has never bottomed out since, even with lower front chassis height, and the car was faster. So | go back to my “go to man” who
knows his chassis stuff and helps me with the car and | say “why such a big difference ?” He says that a vertical coil spring will always be more
efficient than a horizontal leaf. If you want to upgrade your Z51 leaf that is say nearly 600 Ibs, the race leafs are sold in rates of around 1200 Ibs plus!
That's what you have to do to really make a leaf work in extreme environments. Would you ever put 1200 Ib springs in a coilover
on a 3100 Ib car — no way !

So | can hear people say, why don’t the Corvette engineers put coilovers in the Corvette and be done with it if they are better ?
The C4’s are a royal PIA to put coilovers in, but as you go C5, C6 and c7 you can buy kits that are truly bolt in, the engineers have
made it easy to do it. | would suspect that it is all about the money, they have been rolling along for over 30 years fitting leaf
springs into the corvette, it's a well worn process , they know the maths and know how to make the leaf work. Building a new
model car is a billion dollar exercise, re engineering a complete new suspension system would not be cheap. The engineers
would be saying, If it ain’t broke don't fix it, if we leave a little bit of wriggle room in
.~ the wheel arches then the performance boys can stick their coilovers in
themselves.
