For those of you who are considering making the road trip to the Corvette Nationals in Canberra at Easter 

next year here is a proposed schedule for you to consider in order to set time aside and travel as a group with 

your fellow club members. We may even pick up a few from interstate along the way. 

The following attendance schedule on the way over with two overnight stops is the same we did in 2015 so it 

will be familiar to those who participated at that time. 

The only change is arriving in Canberra on the Thursday instead of the Friday to give more time to socialize 

and prepare your Corvette for the full-on weekend of activities. 

Tuesday 12th  April. Adelaide to Hay. 560kms.  

Wednesday 13th April. Hay to Gundagai. 353 kms 

Thursday 14th April. Gundagai to Canberra. 162kms. 

 

The return trip is  a bit more leisurely coming back over the Snowy Mountains on the Alpine Way and Murray 

Valley Highway with the following proposed –

Thursday 21st April. Bendigo to Horsham. 214kms.
