Corvettes, you either love them or hate them. Mine is a Hate/Love relationship & at the moment it is mainly 

HATE. 

OK, “where is this going?” I hear you say. Well, let’s start at the beginning. Remember, W.T.F. will be explained. 

In October last year we went to Whyalla for the COWS long week end; all good. Then Lyn & I took a group of 

fellow Vetters down to Port Lincoln for an extended run. All of a sudden the Vette started losing coolant & be-

cause most days were wet or showery, I could not work out where it was leaking. So I just kept it topped up. 5 

litres in total for the homeward trip.
