The engine, transmission and 
diff have all had a full service as well.  The seats have been re-trimmed 
and a lot of cleaning has taken place both inside and out of car. “To 
bring the car up to this standard took a lot of hard work”.  

Rudy & Kay’s favourite outings are Club runs, and driving with the 
convertible roof either up or down. 

They also have another Corvette in their stable, it’s a 1978 C3 Pace car 
which can be regularly seen on club runs.
