| have now purchased a black C5 manual convertible. My ultimate dream. It baffles me every day to why
there are not more Corvettes on the road.
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KA — CHING (Money, Money Money) Here we go again!

Some time ago | wrote a story about my Corvette engine rebuild & the hiccups | had along the way. People kept
telling me, “It’s a Corvette. What do you expect?”

Well | think | finished that story with “No more spending. Time to drive & enjoy”.

Aha. Ka-Ching, here we go again. The issue is the Co-pilot starts saying the floor is getting very hot & everything in
her handbag of essentials was melting. Especially her Lippy!

Now us guys (the smart ones anyway) know “Happy Wife, Happy Life”. Apparently, the recent modifications &
wrapping the extractors caused extra heat under the floor panels.

So, | decided it was time to replace the carpet in the car. | contacted Glen from Corvette Corner (he’s my go-to
man now) to order the correct carpet. He was able to supply & deliver the carpet cheaper & quicker than going
direct to America. If you need Corvette parts, call Corvette Corner first. (He is based in Melbourne).

Next job was to source heatproofing material. After surfing the Net, | came across a company in Melbourne
called Car Builders. They specialize in heatproofing & noise reduction. | was able to call them direct to discuss
what | needed. This called for a road trip to Melbourne, (returning via the “Great Ocean Road”), to see the prod-
ucts. The showroom had displays showing the different products available. The first was aluminium heat shield-
ing, premade to fit over the exhaust pipes. This reduces the heat coming up to the floor panel. Next, they showed
me their floor matting, which is again designed as heat proofing. Then there was the heatproof dyna mat.

Now to put it all into place.....

Firstly, fitting the exhaust shields proved to be the easiest step.

Next remove the old carpet &........ Ka-Ching, | get a phone call asking me to come to the workshop.

The LH floor, where the pedals used to be, had been repaired by pop-riveting an old flattened out Baked Bean
can to cover the holes. (That’s what it looked like anyway). Water had seeped in & then rusted along the door sill.
There were holes large enough to look through. Only the glue on the carpet was holding the repair work in place.
So, this led to an unexpected repair job. The more we scraped, the worse it became. No wonder the car was hot
& noisy!

Eventually the floor was repaired, the damaged centre transmission tunnel covers were repaired & refitted. Then
dyna mat was used to cover the entire area, floor pan, transmission tunnel, behind the seats; anywhere we could
fit it. Then the same process was done with the heat proof matting. The existing matting was only under the flat
floor section. Do the job properly & cover all surfaces possible. Finally, the carpet was fitted. This is now super
tight due to the % inch matting underneath.

Only time will tell if my Co-Pilot is happy (fingers crossed). | have supplied some pictures, including the material
used from Car Builders. Their website is www.carbuilders.com.au. | would recommend them to anyone needing
this kind of gear.
