Chevrolet Introduces New Z06 C7.R and Host of Other New Corvette Features

After weeks of speculation, Chevrolet finally took the wraps off what is likely to become one of the most coveted Corvette C7 models ever
produced.

Known as the Z06 C7.R edition, the limited model was developed to pay homage to the Corvette C7.R racecars, and is offered in Corvette
Racing’s signature yellow livery or black with coordinated exterior and interior accents.

Only 500 models of the car will be built, and all will come equipped with the Z07 Performance Package with Brembo carbon ceramic
brakes, adjustable front and rear aero components and Michelin Pilot Super Sport Cup 2 tires.

“Corvette Racing’s legacy and technology were significant influences on the development of the Corvette Z06, and the new C7.R Edition
honors the direct link between the racecar and the production model,” said Harlan Charles, Corvette product and marketing manager, in a
press release statement. “It also advances Chevrolet’s plan to offer special-edition models that offer unique, personal ownership experi-
ences, which become important parts of Corvette’s legacy.”

Chevrolet also introduced a number of other new Z06 features for the 2016 model year including a new Carbon Fiber Hood option with a
visible weave section and a new Spice Red Design Package.

In addition, the 2016 Z06 will include a new power-
cinch feature for coupe hatch and convertible trunk
latches, front curb view parking camera offered on
2L.Z/3LZ trims, and an enhanced Chevrolet MyLink
system.

Daytona Prototype Chevrolets

and now badged as Corvettes
have been around for a while
racing in the Grand Am series in

the United States, these beasts are loosely badged as Audis Mazdas and Corvettes. | have
been chasing a 1/18th model of the Corvette version for a while now with little success.
Persistence has been rewarded when | located 2 models based on the 2004 Grand Am
series. Both models are by Action Models in 1/18th and from the Rolex 24 hour event in late
January at Daytona. The model | purchased is the number 4 car in ‘The Boss Snowplow’
team with an LS6 Chevy motor in a red and white livery. The vehicle was driven by D Brule,
B Leitzinger, E Forbes-Robinson and J Johnson and due to overheating failed to finish.

Action Models are based in China (where else) and do a lot of Daytona and NASCAR mod-
els for the USA market, the model came extremely well boxed and in foam containers with
all major parts separated and covered in a small scratch proof bag. The model itself is ex-
tremely well detailed with very good graphics and body work. The cabin is sealed and just a
little dark to see into but judging by the wiring and what can be seen it is as detailed as the
remainer of the model. The front nose cone lifts off to show a detailed moveable front suspension and steering. The rear cowl also lifts off
and reveals the detailed Chevy power plant, gearbox and suspension and a lot of wiring for the components. The tyres are a slick rubber
compound with detailed brakes visible. The one disappointing factor was that the paintwork is chrome and red rather than the actual red and
white that the actual car was painted. This wasn’t advertised on the box or the Ebay ad but it is a very nice addltlon for my collection. The
other model available is the red -
and blue number 2 ‘CITIGO’
team entry for the same race,
there were only a small run of
both cars made and they are
hard to find a general search of
1/18 Action Daytona gets the
best results. Considering the low
number of both models made |
was amazed at the low price
starting at $80 Australian plus

postage.
