The rumour mill continues 

that Corvette is headed down the mid engine road despite       

continual denials from anyone who is anyone at GM. Everyone 

has told us that there is no mid engined Corvette mule even 

though we got photos of a very bad Holden ute that wasn’t a 

Holden ute last year. (Pic at right). Cadillac have the ATS-V in sedan and coupe in production at the Grand River Lansing plant so 

why retool Bowling Green. Cadillac chief Johan De Nysschen is apparently a fan of the mid engine layout for Cadillac. The photo 

at left shows a C7 a Cadillac CTS and our mystery car. The front runner in Corvette rumours is japlonic.com who got the render-

ings of the C7 100% right before it’s release. They have put forward some pretty detailed renderings of the supposed C8. The 

media hype says the C8 will be unveiled at the Detroit 

motor show in 2018 for production start up in 2019. The 

newest rumour doing the mill is that Corvette will be going 

standalone as a brand dropping any reference to      

Chevrolet. Introducing a tiered level of production vehi-

cles across 2 platforms. So the current Stingray would be 

the base model with a mid performance level of the Z06    

followed by the new C8 mid engine car (the Zora) with a 

top of the range model based on that vehicle being the 

ZR1. The latter two being powered by the 6.2 litre V8 in a 

mid mount configuration. Production of C7 and C8      

supposedly running side by side for a few years. The new 

C8 is supposed to have a glass filled rear space covering 

the motor. Whatever this is it is heavily disguised so it has 

progressed beyond mule stage.

When I discovered this one I almost waited by the mail box with anticipation after all he’s actual-

ly fairly articulate and seems like your typical Aussie bloke. The book covers his later teen years 

starting in1976, but mostly his time in Europe trying to crack it into F1 via F3000 and some other 

codes. The first chapter was really promising detailing what it’s like to strap yourself into a F1 

car supposedly the best racing machine in the world. Unfortunately the Prologue actually set the 

tone for the book, his run ins with team mate Sebastian Vettel. But he’s not the only one who 

cops a serve in this 381 page biography. 16 chapters some of it written by his biggest fan his 

father and his partner and manager Ann, a lot of the actual detail of racing life in the F1 paddock 

and what it’s all really about gets glossed over and more detail of his personal life got included. 

It is a well written book with insight into what it takes physically and mentally to try and be the 

best in the world of motor sport. Unfortunately what shines through is the bitterness that he was 

left with from Williams and Red Bull, his missed opportunities having considered other team like 

Renault. The book is currently retailing in hard cover format from $26 with free postage from  

Amazon or on the new fangled Kindle for a little as $10. Personally I was disappointed with this
